Overarching aims  

 
The long term aims of the Consortium are to: 

• enhance students’ abilities and inclination to think critically; 
• deepen students’ understanding of the curriculum; 
• promote students’ engagement with the world; 
• nurture students’ willingness to act in thoughtful, responsible ways. 
 

 
Mission statement  

 
The Consortium’s mandate is to support the infusion of critical thinking across all subject areas from 
the primary grades to graduate school. Working with a common conception of critical thinking, the 
three major functions are to: 

• coordinate and act as a clearinghouse for the dissemination of information and the utilization 
of face-to-face and online services and digital and print resources; 

• sponsor and facilitate face-to-face and online programs and projects to enhance educators’ 
understanding and abilities; 

• raise and generate funds to support the Consortium’s efforts and those of its individual 
members. 

 
The Consortium will undertake critical thinking related activity in four areas of operation: 

• curriculum development: develop and promote print and digital learning and assessment 
resources and other educational support materials for students and educators; 

• networking: activate and sustain individual and institutional connections at local, provincial, 
national and international levels;  

• professional development: foster and initiate varied direct and mediated professional growth 
opportunities for teachers and teacher leaders; 

• research: conduct and disseminate the findings of studies of a theoretical and applied nature.

• provide services and resources that are of exemplary quality, innovative, inclusive, 
responsive and provocative;

Reasons for becoming a partner 
 
1. A powerful model for fostering critical thinking  

The chief reason to join the Consortium is that the conception of critical thinking developed 

by TC
2
 provides a powerful model for fostering critical thinking in the classroom. Dr. 

Richard Paul, one of the pre-eminent American leaders in the field of critical thinking, wrote 

of TC
2
: 

In a world of pseudo-critical thinking, this approach stands out as remarkable, 
refreshing and exciting. It is a well-thought through, substantive approach. 
Anyone using it will be encouraging critical thinking in deep and important ways 
 . . . this core group of committed thinkers [is] facilitating a long-term substantive 
approach to critical thinking at every level of education. I do not believe that 
there is a single state in the United States that can compare with the progress 
made in British Columbia though the work of the Critical Thinking Cooperative.1 

 
2. Sustained cooperative effort  

The basic principle of the Consortium is that members join in common purpose with other 

partners in a network of educators committed to long-term, field-based support. We work 

collaboratively with our partners to build sustainable capacity and create positive synergies. 

Language education professor Dr. Marlene Asselin describes a collaborative project with 

TC
2 
and pre-service teachers at the University of British Columbia:  
A growing theme in the teacher-librarian literature is the development of higher level 
thinking, particularly critical thinking as it applies to the selection, evaluation and 
use of information. The TC2 model of critical thinking has provided a powerful 
curricular frame for integrating higher-level information skills within resource-based 
learning units  . . .Our work this year has inspired us to strengthen this new 
relationship between TC2 and integrated curriculum-based school library programs.2 

 
3. Partners have direct access to a cadre of experienced 

facilitators 

TC
2 has worked with 58,000 educators across Canada and internationally through workshops 

and, more importantly, through on-going study sessions, curriculum development projects 
and other teacher-directed initiatives to deepen and extend the implementation of critical 
thinking.

4. Significant support from external funding  

TC2 has raised in excess of $1,200,000 from external sources to support projects involving 
Partners. In addition, externally funded projects benefit Partners by making available 
exemplary resources for use by their teachers. A sampling of resources made possible by 
external funding include: 

• The Alberta On-line Learning Guide in Social Studies is funded by the Alberta 
Ministry of Education. Partners have access to this electronic learning tool that 
contains hundreds of critical thinking lessons addressing every outcome in selected 
grades of the social studies curriculum. 

• Great Unsolved Mysteries in Canadian History is funded by the Canada Studies 
Program though the University of Victoria, This electronic learning resource contains 
30 critical thinking WebQuests that use primary historical documents to teach 
students about mysterious events in Canadian history. 

• Thoughtful Books is a series funded by the Carthy Foundation to develop teacher and 
parent booklets for use with exemplary children’s literature to enhance critical 
literacy and ethical deliberation. 

• Caring for Young People’s Rights and Globalizing Connections: Canada and the 
Developing World are two publications that were developed with funding from the 
Canadian International Development Agency (CIDA). TC2 is currently working on its 
third publication, The World through Pictures, with CIDA. 

 
5. Membership more than pays for itself  

Partners pay a modest annual fee that is returned though discounted fees on virtually all 
services and publications offered by the Consortium. In addition, Partnership provides 
various other services and opportunities: 

• Preferred rates on publications. Publications and online subscriptions are offered to 
Partners at a 20% discount.  

• Preferred rates on services. Partners receive 20% off the regular rates for 
professional development sessions and programs.  

• Joint planning. Partners have the opportunity to meet with a TC2 facilitator to plan a 
sustained professional development program and to explore the possibility of 
collaborative projects. 

• Workshop evaluation and follow up. After each event, Partners are encouraged to 
discuss the results of the session and possible follow-up support with their TC2 
facilitator. 

• Complimentary copies of new publications. Partners will receive a complimentary 
copy of each new publication that TC2 releases.

Montgomery County Public Schools: $151,450 (2008-2010) 

 

Promoting critically thoughtful use of Promethean “Activeboards”: This project explores the use 
of Activeboards in elementary, middle and high schools to transform teaching and learning, and to 
help close the gap between high and low achieving students. TC2 is helping teachers integrate 
Promethean’s Activeboards in their teaching to enhance student engagement with the curriculum.  

 

Engaging Learners Online: $18,000 (2009-10) 
 

A TC2 initiative to develop high quality, inquiry-based online courses for students in varying 
subjects and grade levels that fully meet specific provincial requirements. Key features of the 
online courses include emphasis on critical thinking as a way of engaging students in learning the 
subject matter; use of video and interactive self-contained tutorials to provide “tool” development; 
rich online community for students to engage in collaborative interaction with students and course 
mentors; differentiated learning and assessment for learning; provision to adapt self-directed 
courses for use in face-to-face classrooms, especially to support early career teachers. 

 

SFU Museum of Archaeology: $19,560 (2009-10) 
  

Virtual Museum of Canada web project: TC2 is developing the content and working with subject 
area experts to plan, create and review the contents of the learning materials and progress of the 
project to support the educational value and appeal of the Virtual Museum website.  

 

Learning Network Legacy Projects: $158,730 (2010-12) 
 

Teaching about Archaeological Thinking ($45,100): TC2 will develop a publication in the Tools 
for Critical Inquiry series on thinking about archaeological sites and heritage conservation. 
Building on the work done on historical and geographical thinking, the resource will focus on 
exploring six portal concepts. 
 

Collection of Inquiry Based Instruction Digital Strategies ($40,780): The Learning Network and 
TC2 will co-develop 60 modular inquiry strategies using interactive whiteboard technology that 
can be easily used to embed engaging critical thinking activities into many teaching situations and 
subject areas. 
 

Focus on Critical Inquiry Videos ($48,600): TC2 will co-develop with The Learning Network a 
series of 8 professional videos in a series called Focus on Critical Inquiry. The videos will be 
between 12 to 15 minutes in length and explore aspects such as engaging students through inquiry, 
differentiation in an inquiry classroom, teaching habits of mind, using technologies to support 
collaborative thinking, and promoting critical and creative thinking.  
 

Take 2 Student Tutorials ($24,250): TC2 will co-develop a series of 10 student tutorial videos in a 
series called Take 2. The videos will be under 2 minutes in length and introduce students to key 
critical tools and may include strategies for investigating textual material, preparing for a U-
shaped discussion, learning to recognize and filter extraneous information, and asking powerful 
questions.

Individual workshop sessions 
 

TC
2

Sustained professional learning programs 
 

Teacher professional development must be intentional, ongoing and systematic1 

 

TC
2
 has successfully developed sustained professional learning programs built around 

communities of educators working in supported ways to substantially enhance teaching 

practice. The unifying thread of such programs is teacher-directed inquiries or projects 

within a structured and supportive learning community. The general program framework 

consists of five elements: 

• day-long workshops (three to six per year) to introduce new ideas, and strategies 

supported by focused ongoing discussion 

• after school seminars to support teachers in implementing new ideas 

• one-on-one or small group planning and in-class coaching 

• expert on-line or video mentoring and consultation with national TC
2
 personnel  

• supplemental print and digital resources to support teachers and parents. 

 

Professional development project design, implementation and evaluation 
 

TC
2
 will work with school- and district-level leaders to help build and assess specific projects and other school and district 

professional learning initiatives. Consultation with curriculum coordinators, team members and steering committee 

members might focus on areas such as: 

• reviewing work-to-date and formulating a project proposal including overall research questions and sub questions 

related to the key strategies 

• working with a steering committee to develop an action plan and refine key strategies 

• developing measures of success 

• assisting in data collection, analysis, and goal revision

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Possible Project Themes 
 
TC

2
 has the expertise and personnel to support extended professional learning around six inter-related themes, 

all of which have a foundation in critical inquiry. A project may focus on one theme or draw on elements from 

several themes. 

 

 Using electronic whiteboards and other digital media to promote inquiry  

The two-pronged goal is to support teachers in the effective use of whiteboards and other electronic technologies 

to enhance their teaching, and to help students learn to be critically thoughtful users of electronic media. The 

first focus is to help teachers develop effective instructional strategies, assemble, and integrate a wider range of 

electronic learning resources into their teaching and to use available electronic teaching technologies (including 

electronic whiteboards) in ways that support meaningful student inquiry. The second focus involves teaching 

students to critically assess the content and thoughtfully use a wide range of electronic technologies that will 

support learning in school and prepare them for life outside of and beyond school.  

 

 Literacy in the content areas 

Literacy is the ability to critically read and thoughtfully use varying modes of communication and representation 

(notably, oral language, text, numeric symbols, images and media). TC
2
’s work in this area stresses the 

importance of viewing “reading” as thinking—as solving the puzzle of text—and not as mere decoding. The 

goal is to support educators and parents in mastering a body of instructional and assessment strategies that help 

students become independent, strategic and thoughtful as they access, interpret, and apply various media, 

including electronic information sources. Numeracy and scientific literacy involve helping students approach 

problems and “read” data with a mathematical or scientific mindset. 

 

 Ten instructional strategies for 21
st
 learning  

The focus on this initiative is to involve the broader educational community in working together to 

systematically embed a common set of core instructional practices that contribute to academic success in school 

and success beyond school for all learners. These core instructional strategies include classroom questioning 

techniques to extend and deepen students’ thinking, concept attainment strategies, use of visuals as information 

sources and means of graphic representation, and effective practices to support self-regulated learning. 

 

 Building assessment-rich environments  

Over the past three decades, considerable attention has been paid to assessment and evaluation. Although much 

good work has been done, there are continued opportunities for growth in day-to-day classroom routines, 

especially in the use of “smart” assessment and evaluation practices to nurture a coherent and healthy 

assessment regime. By “smart” we mean those practices that add value by increasing student achievement in the 

most important areas of curricular performance, but don’t require more time and effort on the part of teachers.  

 

 Nurturing intellectual virtues   

Intellectual virtues, also called habits of mind, are the core commitments and dispositions that characterize and 

define truly thoughtful individuals. These virtues include open-mindedness, perseverance, empathy, attention to 

detail, curiosity, and self-reflection. These virtues complement and to some extent overlap with many of the 

values promoted through character education. The difference is that these attributes are more directly focused on 

intellectual behaviour and attitudes—and, as such, they are more strongly correlated with student achievement.  

 

 Embedding critical thinking in everyday teaching  

This initiative focuses on a theme that has been a central focus of TC
2
 since its inception. It involves helping 

teachers to both appreciate the need and learn how to problematize the curriculum so students are not asked 

simply to reproduce information, but instead to inquire critically into the prescribed curricular topics. Also, it 

supports teachers in identifying the intellectual “tools” that students need to thoughtfully engage in these critical 

inquiries. The focus is on helping teachers enrich the resources and instructional strategies they currently 

employ and on adding new instructional and assessment practices. 
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Evidence of the Effects of TC
2
 

 Professional Learning Programs 
 
 
Professional learning program with teachers in Maryland using electronic whiteboards 

 

After six months, 90% of teachers were incorporating TC2 inquiry-based ideas into their teaching at 

least once weekly, including over 20% who were using critical thinking strategies on a daily basis. 

 

 I teach better. It's simple but true. I'm more engaged, the students are more engaged and I love 

my job even more. More importantly, I feel like I'm working smarter, not harder. 

 

 The greatest place in which I've seen a change is in how I phrase/ask questions to the 

students.  I now change more direct questions into more thought-provoking questions and try to 

generate discussion out of a topic that could easily, otherwise, be given as fact. 

 

 This project has truly been amazing in making the teachers who are a part of it think more 

about how to make kids think more...and that's huge. 

 

 I am thrilled to be part of the project! Student involvement and student accountability has 

increased dramatically. 

 

Two-year e-learning community with teachers in Southern Alberta  

 

 These past two years have been the most significant PD for me in 25 years. If you put all of the 

other stuff together—and some of it was helpful—these two years have had a much greater 

effect on my practice. 

 

 I have gone from resistant to trying critical challenges, to trying to re-frame most of my daily 

teaching, in both subjects, in this manner.

Three-year critical thinking program in Chandigarh India 

 

In a survey of 556 students grades 5-11 on the effects of the work in critical thinking in their 

classrooms, 86% of students indicated that critical thinking helped in learning the content (54% said it 

helps a lot and 32% helps a little) and 72% of students reported increased interest (48% said they were 

much more interested and an additional 24% a little more interested.)

The purpose of this policy is to clarify the terms under which partners and non-partner may use 
the TC2 model of critical thinking and materials based on the model. The underlying policy 
objectives are to encourage broad dissemination of the model, assure the integrity of materials 
and services offered under the TC2 name, and provide a financial return where third parties make 
use of the TC2 model for commercial purposes. 
 
Principles  

 
TC2 welcomes the use of the TC2 model and materials by other groups—partners and non-
partners for commercial and not for profit purposes. 
 
TC2’s policy is not to grant exclusive use of our material, but to encourage broad use of the TC2 
model consistent with maintaining the integrity of the model.   
 
TC2 will take suitable measures to safeguard the confidentiality of publishers’ work, including 
the use of reviewers who will not show, distribute or discuss the contents with any other party. 
 
TC2 will require written acknowledgement from potential users of its right not to have its name 
associated with materials that fail to use the model adequately or are otherwise not of sufficient 
quality. 
 
TC2 will formally endorse resources that are deemed to be of exemplary quality, particularly in 
their use of the TC2 model. 
 
Terms & Conditions of Partner Use 

 
For use of the TC2 model and its related materials within Partner organizations, partners must 
agree to the following: 
 

• The Partner understand that partnership within TC2 gives them the right to make use 
of and share within their own organization the variety of materials and services 
available through the Consortium. However, the Partner agrees not to publicly 
disseminate or publish original or modified materials based on the TC2 model or to 
sell professional development or consultation services based on the TC2 model 
without the express permission of The Critical Thinking Consortium. Any breach of 
this pledge may result in immediate revoking of all privileges and rights associated 
with use of the TC2 model.” 

 
• The Partner will ensure that any proposals or agreements with other partners or any 

other parties, including contracts, involving use of the TC2 model respect the terms of 
the partnership with the Consortium and that all such agreements be submitted to the 
Consortium for prior review. In exchange, the Consortium will generally look 
favourably on such agreements provided: 
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a) the Consortium receives suitable credit for use of its intellectual property; 
b) the quality of the project and products associated with the TC2 model can be assured;  
c) where relevant, other Consortium partners are invited to participate or otherwise 

enjoy the benefits arising from the project (perhaps at some cost); 
d) if revenues, publications or public distribution of materials and services are involved, 

the Consortium may expect compensation for use of its intellectual property. 
 
 
Terms & Conditions of Non-Partner Use 

 
Permission to use or adapt the TC2 model or materials for publication (commercial or otherwise) 
will be granted on the following terms: 
 

a)  the party will submit a draft of the relevant materials prior to publication so that TC2 
may review the acceptability of the work and specify any suggested/required changes 
or conditions. 

 
b)  the publication must contain the following credit (or comparable wording) adjacent to 

the relevant text: 
 
 These materials/resources are adapted/reprinted from [include full TC2 published 

source if applicable]. They are reproduced with the permission of The Critical 
Thinking Consortium.

c)  TC2 reserves the right to charge a fee for use of it name and materials based on the 

tariff outlined on the attached schedule. 
 
d) the party must specify the size and nature of the use and agree not to extend the 

specified use without obtaining permission from TC2. 
 
e)  the party must provide TC2 with a copy of or access to the published document. 

 
 
Fees 

 
Potential users are encouraged to submit a preliminary plan outlining the intended use to a TC2 
review committee which will decide whether or not to approve in principle the use as indicated, 
offer recommendations, and indicate the likelihood that fees will be incurred foe use in the way 
proposed. 
 
No fee will be levied for a review of material submitted by a partner group or by an outside 
group if the review takes less than one hour. Review of substantial manuscripts or proposals 
submitted by third parties will be undertaken by a single appropriate member of the review 
committee and charged out at a designated hourly rate. The review of submitted material by TC2 
does not automatically entitle a publisher to associate the name of TC2 with the work. Specific 
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permission must be granted to identify TC2 with a product and to use the TC2 name to promote or 
market a product. 
 
The setting of fees will depend upon five factors: extent of use of TC2 intellectual property and 
services, level of TC2 endorsement sought, partnership status, kind of use (commercial or non-
commercial) and scale of use. 
 

• Non-commercial partner use. Generally speaking, partners will be allowed free use of 
TC2 materials for non-commercial use within their group or organization. 

• Limited non-partner use. Non-partners may reproduce a small number of pages of 
TC2 material for use in workshops or very small print runs (under 200 copies) for a 
charge of $.05 per page per copy. 

• Other uses. The attached fee schedule outlines the fees for all other uses of TC2 
intellectual property.

Partner-sponsored institutes 

 
The Critical Thinking Consortium encourages Partners to host multi-day critical thinking 
institutes. The goals are to raise the profile of the sponsoring partner and generate revenue or at 
least subsidize the cost of professional development for its own staff. TC2’s policy is to charge 
the lowest possible fee when participants are not paying for an event and to recapture some of its 
investment in the conception when Partners charge participants for attendance. The following 
terms apply when Partners sponsor an institute in conjunction with TC2 where participants are 
charged a registration fee.

The sponsoring Partner will 

• handle all logistics for the event, including registration and on-site management; 
• assume the main responsibility for publicizing the event;

1. Common vision. The Critical Thinking Consortium is a 
partnership of school districts, private institutions, 
universities, professional educators’ organizations, and 
other invited organizations. The Consortium’s mission is 
to promote critical thinking through the four integrated 
functions of professional development, networking, 
publications and research.

2. Shared philosophy of professional development. The 
underlying principle of the Consortium is that partners 
join in a common purpose for their mutual benefit and 
that the educational system benefits by having access to 
long-term, field-based professional development
